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Proposed Reads Act Verified
Early Education Lead Endorsement 
• Two years to complete
• Requirements for the endorsement:

• Valid teaching certificate
• Training/Experience:

• Six credit hours in early childhood education OR
• Two or more years experience teaching kindergarten or an early 

education program and successful completion of an evidence-based 
reading training course approved by the department that includes a 
summative assessment.
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Proposed Reads Act Verified
K-3 Teachers & Administrators Endorsements 
• Phased in over the next two years
• Requirements for the endorsement:

• Valid teaching certificate
• Training/Experience:

• Successful completion of a three-semester hour (or equivalent) evidence-
based reading training course approved by the department that includes a 
summative assessment OR

• Evidence of obtaining a passing score on a department approved 
assessment
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Proposed Reads Act Verified

• Two years to complete
• Requirements for the endorsement:

• Valid teaching certificate
• Training/Experience:

• One of the following:
• Successful completion of a three-semester hour (or equivalent) evidence-based 

reading training course approved by the department that includes a summative 
assessment OR

• Evidence of obtaining a passing score on a department approved assessment
• Submission of a reading instruction efficiency evaluation form certified by 

a district representative
